Did You Know... 
 
It is against Overland Park City Ordinance to rake or blow leaves or grass clippings into the gutters or street.  Please make 
sure your hired lawn care companies are bagging and disposing of the trash correctly as well. 
 
It is illegal for anyone to set off large or small fireworks inside City Limits ANY day of the year, including the 4th of July. 
 
You need a permit from the City to have a security alarm or fence installed at your home. 
 
RVs, boats, trailers and campers can be parked in a side yard or backyard but not in a side yard adjacent to the street. 
 
Inoperable vehicles must be parked in an enclosed structure (not a driveway) if it is for longer than 15 days. 
 
You may qualify for physical or financial assistance for home improvements.
