Trash Changes Are Coming!!
You may have seen the synopsis of the new Johnson County and Overland Park trash ordinances in the last several copies of the Overland Park Overview. To comply with the new regulations, Morningview Homes Association has contracted with Town and Country to provide trash, recycling and lawn waste pickup services.  All three services are included in your 2012 dues which will remain at $120.
WHAT YOU CAN EXPECT:

1.  IF you are current with your dues, a trash receptacle and a recycle receptacle will be delivered to your home on either December 29th or December 30th.  Due to the number of receptacles to be delivered, receptacles will be delivered in the neighborhood on both days.  You can no longer use your own trash container.  Anyone wishing to dispose of their old trash can please clearly mark it to be thrown away and it will be removed on your trash day. 
2. When placing the receptacles at the curb, please ensure that the handles are facing the house.  Town and Country will begin to use trucks that have equipment to pick up the receptacles so the handles should face the house.
3. The recycle container will be 35 gallon and the trash receptacle will be 48 gallon.  Both are the minimum size available.  The recycle container will have a BLUE lid.
4. DO NOT put trash in the recycle receptacle.  It will not be picked up.  

5. Our trash day is not changing.  It will still be Thursday for all three services.

Recycling:  

There will be a list of items which can be recycled delivered with the recycling container.   Here is a list of the items that can be recycled.

· Corrugated cardboard – Boxes with wavy centers.  

· Paperboard – Product containers such as cereal and cake mix boxes, soft drink cartons, shiny or slick cardboard and phonebooks. 

· Plastics and cans – Numbers 1-7 plastic containers only.  No bags, film plastic, toys or uncoded containers are accepted. 

· Aluminum and steel food and beverage containers -   Labels are OK

· Office paper and magazines – Paper such as copy paper, letterhead, file folders and junk mail.  Magazines and catalogs can be recycled.  Shredded paper is not accepted.
· Newspapers - Slick ads are OK.  No plastic bags that the papers came in, please. 

· Scrap metal – Steel, aluminum and other metals. No tanks, electronics, air conditioners, dehumidifiers, refrigerators or paint cans please.

Things that do not belong in the recycle bin:   

Glass – There is a Ripple Glass drop off glass recycle dumpster in the parking lot of the shopping center at the northwest corner of 95th and Antioch.  It is next to the new Taco Via.

Styrofoam – cannot be recycled.
If it’s not on the list that you received with your recycle receptacle, then it goes in the trash.

If you are currently recycling with Town and Country, then no action on your part is required.  If you are currently recycling with another hauler, then you can either:  call and cancel your service with that hauler or you can use both your current recycle vendor and Town and Country.  Town and Country has no limit on the amount of items to be recycled.

If you have never recycled before, don’t worry, it is not hard.  If you talk to your neighbors that do recycle, you will find that they have little to put in the trash as the majority of items can be recycled and so avoid being taken to the landfill.   If you’ve not been following the trash developments for the last couple of years, the reason that the new ordinances were put in place was to keep the landfill from getting full and to ensure it remained available for use.  

Yard Waste:

We are lucky in that several years ago we already switched to paper bags for our yard waste.  Consequently, there are no changes to your yard waste service.   As always:
1. Place your yard waste in paper bags at the curb on trash day. 

2. Bundle sticks and branches with twine in bundles 4 ft or less in length.
