Meeting called to order at 7:25pm

· Introductions since we had 3 new people attending.

· Minutes from the September 2010 meeting were read and approved by unanimous vote.
Announcements:  
· Georgina Koehn & John Naylor both added as signers for the Morningview bank account.

· 95th & Antioch corner: leases at Valley View shopping center have not been renewed, Blockbuster went out and Taco Via and Sherwin Williams are moving to former Blockbuster location, closest Blockbuster is 87th & Pflumm, the brick strip mall next to the Chinese restaurant and Chinese restaurant along Antioch are staying, Hy-ee supposed to be completed by end of 2012.
Old Business:

· Sign maintenance: Georgina motions that her and her husband do the sign maintenance by June 30th, motion is accepted.  Kyle was given $100 previously and all is reconciled with the treasurer, Lori, and Kyle.

· Parking on 95th & Grandview and intersection of 97th & Grandview: Brian presented issues to the City and they recommended getting a sign for those areas and/or get a petition signed.  97th & Antioch: Brian will reach back out to the City to see if the traffic counter strip study was completed.  Question was raised: do we want a petition that says “no parking on either side of street” or do we just want the city to put up a sign on one side saying no parking on this side from here?  Motion for a 4 way stop at 97th & Grandview, and to have signs posted on Grandview near Antioch.  Motion accepted.  Brian will report back the results at the next meeting and we’ll discuss.
· Trash Contract:  Lori spoke to the Solid Waste guy with the City who provided info to Lori which indicated the haulers were required to offer recycling, but they weren’t going to let you have the smaller bins and they want everyone to have the full size containers with the lid, Lori is supposed to receive updates from the Solid Waste committee, when Lori gets the new info and if nothing has changed she may ask that we write letters to our council members.  Possibly Jason can post some of this info on Morningview’s website?  So we’ll continue to keep everyone posted on any updated info.  Our contract has expired with Town & Country, but they haven’t approached us to get a new contract in place & they are continuing to pick up our trash for us.  
· Website: Jason emailed Brian to say he couldn’t be here, but he does have a test beta for the new website: www.morningviewhomes.org\beta.html
It’s best viewed in Firefox browser. Discussion that possibly we could have a section on our website for word of mouth businesses that residents recommend.  This discussion is being tabled for now until we can see if someone would want to take on the task of collecting info on these businesses.  However, feedback on the website is welcomed and encouraged.
Treasure’s Report:

· 62 people haven’t paid, 9 of which haven’t paid for multiple years. As of April 1st Georgina will start putting liens on these properties.  
· The people who have not paid their dues will have their trash turned off this week.  A week or two after we turn off the trash a second letter will go out to those addresses.
· There are 456 homes in our homes association.  Georgina will consolidate the billing process to make a unique code for each property.
· Morningview account balance as of today = $81,440.90.  Our January check to trash co paid through February.  Later in Feb, Georgina will pay the trash co through March. 

· Motion to accept the treasure’s report; motion accepted.

New Business:

· Invitations to speakers for our meetings: Brian would like to invite Jim Denning and other elected officials.  Tim Owens is pro-education and we could extend the invitation to him – his next meeting is held on March 26th at Matt Ross Community Center.  Everyone agreed that they would prefer a State representative come to our meeting as a priority vs. a Valley View representative.
· Garage Sale coordination: garage sale set for April 27th – 30th.  Heidi volunteers to do the map.  
· MV Party: We can purchase an insert for our signs.   Jami, Heidi, Georgina, and Carrie will be the party committee, Pat Larson volunteers his wife for the party committee as well.  
· City doing drainage work beginning in Sept at 97th & Antioch, near 1st 4 houses on S side, and should be finished early 2012. 
· We have a vacancy as a board member.  Phil Detrixhe, Clark Dumornay, and Pat Larson would like to volunteer to be on the board.  Jami motioned to appoint Phil, Pat, Clark to the board.  Motion carries as long as the by-laws allow it.  If there is a limit Brian will contact them.
