September 13, 2011

Traffic Issues – Brian reported on traffic issues, specifically at 97th and Grandview (needs 4-way stop sign), 95th and Grandview (people park too close to 95th, obstructs view and traffic flow), and 97th and Antioch (people run the stop light).  Brian is not able to devote time to this project, and Lori Olson agreed to follow up with the city’s public works (Kevin Killer).

Website – Jason has the website (www.morningviewhomes.org) up and running, and links are current.  There is not yet an “Admin” function on the site.  The board will need to articulate exactly what is desired in that regard.  The Association has a Facebook page, but Jason hasn’t had time to maintain it.  Lori Olson will maintain this page in the future.
Block Party – Carrie Stull submitted a report via e-mail a couple of days before the meeting, which was distributed with the agenda.  The party will be on Sunday, September 25th, from 1-4pm, on Eby Street.  Heidi has arranged for a fire truck to come from 2-3pm.  We believe that Carrie has obtained a permit to close the street.  Carrie’s message proposes to spend about $175 on black and white postcards to promote the party.  There was general agreement that this would increase participation, and would be a good idea.
Signs – A motion to purchase five “write and wipe” signs at an approximate cost of $200, to be re-used each year in promoting the annual block party was approved.

Two very nice signs used to promote quarterly association meetings have been stolen.  A motion to replace these signs with 5 less expensive (hopefully less attractive to thieves) signs was approved.

Gateway Sign – The brick gateway sign at 97th and Antioch is in need of repair.  Georgina Koehn and her husband have spent many hours trying to prepare the sign for sealing, but it needs some professional repairs first.  Four bids have been submitted, ranging in price from $700 to $5860.  Lori and Heidi each know people who do tuckpointing and other masonry work, and will ask their contacts whether they would bid on this work.  After lengthy discussion, a motion was approved to appoint Pat Larson to chair a committee (consisting of whomever wishes to be involved) with authority to obtain additional bids and decide whom to hire for the work, which needs to be completed in the next 45 days (by the end of October).  The motion grants the committee authority to spend up to $2000.
Trash Collection – Lori invited all five of the companies listed on the city’s website to bid on our trash service.  She has obtained bids from three of those five companies.
· Allied’s bid was $12 per home per month, plus $4 per home per month for yard waste collection, totalling $16 per home per month.

· Superior’s bid was $14.50 per home per month, with restrictions on what months yard waste could be collected.

· Town and Country’s bid was $10 per home per month, with no additional charge for yard waste, and no restrictions on when it could be collected.

Recycling is required to be provided under the new city ordinance, and is included in the prices of all three bids.

Lori’s recommendation was to accept the Town & Country bid.  The motion to accept this recommendation was unanimously approved by the association.  It is a three-year contract with 3% increases in the second and third years.
Town and Country will provide each resident with a 48-gallon container for trash, and a 35-gallon container for recycling.  The city ordinance requires that these containers have closed lids.  Residents who need larger containers for their trash (64- and 96-gallon containers are available) will have to ask for them from Town and Country.  They will not be charged any more for the larger containers.  Yard waste will be required to be in paper bags, or bundled.
The association is very appreciative to Lori for her diligent work in staying abreast of city discussions and new city ordinances regarding trash collection, and in securing the best possible solution to our trash collection needs.

Treasurer – The 2011 expenses to date, deposits to date, and projected expenditures for 2012-14 were reviewed.

20 homes have not paid 2011 dues yet.  6 homes are unpaid for multiple years.  Georgina needs a helper to make collection efforts on these yet unpaid homes.  Terri McManus agreed to make these calls.

The person mentioned in the April minutes who had asked for us to work with her, and whose late fees were waived, has paid her dues in full.
The treasurer’s report was gratefully accepted by motion and vote.
