Meeting called to order at 7:09pm
· Minutes from the September 2010 meeting were read and approved by unanimous vote.
· Announcements:  A Super Hy-Vee is expected to be constructed in a year or more at the site of the Valley View Shopping Center at the Southeast corner of 95th and Antioch.

· Sealing the sign at 97th and Antioch – At the last meeting, Lori Olson advanced $100 to Kyle to buy sealer and black paint for the lettering, and he, Heidi, and Carrie will carry out the work, and will provide receipts and surplus funds back to Lori.  This has not been done yet, but Kyle expects that it will happen in the next ten days or so.
· Parking at 95th and Grandview is on both sides of street.  The city ordinance is not enforced because there’s not a no parking sign there.  There’s a desire to have a petition to ask the city to place no parking signs there.
· Four-way stop at 97th and Grandview.  There are only 24 four-way stops in Overland Park.  The city might count the traffic and determine whether there’s sufficient traffic to warrant a four-way stop.

· Trash service—Johnson County has issued regulations effective January 1, 2012.  City of Overland Park trash regulations are not yet finalized, so we’ve not yet renegotiated our contract with Town and Country.  There may be “pay as you throw” provisions in the city ordinance.  We believe that the trash will continue to be picked up next year even without a signed contract.  Kyle says that Brian may want to call an emergency meeting next month to finalize things.  The current contract expires at the end of this year.
· Dues for 2011 – Lori reports a $20,000 cushion in the association’s budget.  She recommends that we keep the membership dues unchanged for 2011.
· Treasurer report—13-15 homes have not yet paid 2010 dues.  Three homes are delinquent for more than two years, and liens have been placed on their homes.
· The association unanimously approved keeping 2011 dues level at $120.
